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1. We know that about 50% of the folks who come to CedarCreek each weekend are
searching for God. Many of those searching struggle with the Bible's truth that
there is only one way to heaven. If you are one of those folks, forgive us for asking,
but which “Big But” is yours?

2. During his message, Lee quoted former atheist, now pastor and best-selling author,
Lee Strobel’s words: “It's not narrow-minded to act upon the evidence and pursue
the truth.” Why do non-believers get so upset when Christians say that Jesus is
the only way?

3. Why can't every religion be right? Why is the “coexist” movement, which pushes
universal acceptance for all religions fundamentally flawed?

4. Think about all of the religions that Lee mentioned during his talk. While you might
not remember the specific details, think about what those religions have in common.
Now, how does salvation through Christ alone conflict with the other religions?

5. Just as salvation through Christ alone separates Christianity from other religions,
so does our ability to know and be known by God distinguish us from other faiths.
Describe the impact of knowing God personally has had on your life.

6. For those who call themselves Christ-followers, Lee really impressed upon us the
importance of having an answer for why we believe what we believe. Describe a
time when you were called upon to defend your faith and you were not prepared.
Roll play that situation again and talk about what you should have shared when
asked the question: “Why is Jesus the only way to heaven?”
